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Conclusion
[The conclusion should first brieﬂy summarize the thesis. When writing the conclusion keep in mind that some readers might not have gone through the whole thesis, but jumped directly to the conclusion, after having read the abstract in order the decide on the personal relevance of the thesis. Therefore, the conclusion should be self-contained, which means that a reader should be able to understand the summary without having to read the whole thesis.
In the second part of the conclusion, explain what the reader can learn from your work. This part brings the thesis work to a higher level of abstraction, and discusses the knowledge for our field that your thesis has created. Avoid speculation here, and stay with your theme – Don’t start other discussions that have nothing to do with your work.

The conclusion typically ends with a discussion on possible future research, building on, or extending, what you have done.]
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
